Course Description

Advanced Placement World History is designed for students who wish to complete high school level studies that are equivalent to an introductory college course in World History. This course offers a detailed, and in depth study of our shared global history.  It will examine the cultural and historical diversity among major civilizations from approximately 8000 BCE to the present.

By taking this course, students will develop a greater understanding of global processes and interactions among societies throughout the world.  Secondly, students will examine how these societies have changed over periods of time, as well as being able to identify patterns of continuity between different civilizations and time periods. Students will read and organize data based on themes, write analytical and document-based essays, and analyze primary and secondary sources.  Additionally, AP World History will prepare students for using evidence to make plausible arguments, while allowing ample practice in identifying point of view, context, and bias within historical documents and text. The culminating event of this course is the AP World History test, which the students will take in May of 2011.

	Purpose of Additional Sources

8. Students will be able to interpret, analyze, and evaluate primary documents & sources, secondary sources, maps, images, political cartoons, graphs, etc… 

9. Students will be able to examine, analyze, identify, and interpret the differing perspectives of historians, and different types of historical scholarship. 

10. Students will learn how to present a point of view, argument, or historical concept in a respectful, open-minded, and professional manner. 

11. Students will learn what it takes to be prepared, organized, personally responsible, and successful in a college level class.

12. Students will learn how to develop and maintain efficient time management skills that are expected, in order to be successful in a college level class. 

13. Interaction among students will create a positive and lasting classroom community.

Grading Policy & Description



Class Participation

Classroom participation is based on individual participation in class and group discussions, activities, and presentations, along with effort on all assignments, behavior, and attendance.  Additionally, students will be graded on how well prepared they are for class each day. 

Documentary Project

The Historical Documentary will be start after the AP Exam has been taken.  Students will create their own documentary movie about a historical topic of interest to them.  The project will be created using iMovie, and students will be given both class time and computer lab access at the end of the 2nd semester. 

AP History Toolkit

The AP History Toolkit will be created at the start of the school year, and will be added to as the year progresses.   It will contain a number of resources that students will be able to access throughout the year, especially for the review period prior to the Semester Finals and the AP Exam.  The AP Toolkit will be organized in a 3” Binder with 6 Dividers.  The AP History Toolkit will be reviewed and graded on a bi-weekly basis. The contents of the toolkit are listed below.  

· Cornell Notes – From readings and in-class lectures

· 3x5 Notecards – 20-30 per chapter that list key terms, vocabulary, people, & concepts

· Maps & Political Cartoons – To be distributed and examined throughout the course

· Primary & Secondary Documents – To be distributed and examined throughout the

course

· Returned Tests – Used for review for Semester Final and AP Exam

· Returned Essays / DBQ’s – Used for review and practice for AP Exam

Class & Homework Assignments 

Students will be assigned a variety of work both during class, and for homework.  Because of the challenging pace and structure of the course, students can expect at least 1 hour of homework per night, primarily consisting of reading from the main text and taking Cornell Notes from each chapter.  Additionally, students will be assigned take home study guides, take home essays, and other activities for homework at various times throughout the year. 

While in class, students can expect a wide variety of both group and individual activities, to help enhance and broaden their understanding of the content.  In class assignments will also be designed to practice and hone their writing skills, specifically DBQ’s, Change over Time, and Historical Comparison essays.  Some of the more common class activities are listed on the right. 

Essays

This course involves a great deal of writing, which will take place both during and outside of class.  Students will receive instruction and training on how to successfully respond to the types of essays that are included on the AP Exam.  These essays will examine specific texts or readings, continuity between and across different time periods, change over time, historical interpretation across cultures, and the differing perspectives of past and current historical scholarship.  All typed essays should be double spaced, and should be no bigger than 12 point font.  All handwritten essays must be written in a legible format.  Re-writes will be allowed, as long as students make an individual appointment with the instructor.  

Quizzes /Tests 

At the end of each unit, students will take a test that mirrors portions of the AP Exam that is administered in May.  The tests will consist of multiple choice, identifications, maps, short answer, and one or more essays.  Tests will be worth a total of 100 points.  Study guides will be provided for each of the unit tests.  Additionally, smaller quizzes will be administered throughout the year with varying frequency.  

Final Exam

The Final Exam for each semester will be a cumulative test in the format described above.  It will cover all the material and readings of that particular semester, and will be worth a total of 200 points. 

Absences / Late Work

If a student is absent for any reason, they will be required to make up any assignments, tests, or essays that are missed.  Absent students must meet individually with the teacher upon their return, to outline and discuss deadlines for completing missing work.

All students will receive three “Late Coupons” each semester, which will allow them to turn in homework, class assignments, and take home essays, up to 2 weeks after the due date with no reduction in grade. If they do not use their late coupons, they will receive 10 extra credit points for each unused coupon. Any late work turned in without a coupon will be reduced by 30% the first day, and 30% each following day.

The teacher realizes that life happens outside the classroom, so please let the teacher know what your situation is, if you are having trouble with the material, or if anything unexpected happens.  We will work something out.

Behavior Expectations / Attendance 

Please show up to class and be on time.  All High School rules and consequences apply in the classroom.  Listed below are the behavior expectations for the course. 

“The Five” – Behavior Expectations

1. Respect all the opinions, ideas, and beliefs expressed in the classroom. Raise your hand if you want to contribute, and respect your classmate’s right to contribute.  

2. Always use Common Sense.  You’d be surprised at how much you already know.

3. Be Responsible for your actions in class.  If you act as a responsible person you will be treated as one. 

4. Be Honest with your classmates and your teacher.  Honesty breeds trust, and trusts breeds community.  

5. Remember you are in the Neutral Zone.  The classroom is a safe place for all of us to interact with one another.  

Honor Code 

Cheating, copying of another students work, or plagiarism of any form will not be tolerated in this class.  Student(s) who engage in any dishonest academic behavior will receive a zero for the assignment, and a referral to the office.  After 3 referrals, whether academic or behavior, the student will be dropped from the class. All High School rules and consequences apply for any cheating or academic dishonesty in the classroom.

The AP Exam

This is the culmination of the entire course and will determine if you receive college credit that can be used after you graduate from Sonoma Valley High.  Each university has different qualifications on what they will or will not accept, but most will accept a “5” or a “4” score on the AP Test.  Fewer colleges will accept a “3” score on the AP Test, but many still do.  A “1” or a “2” score will not be accepted by most major universities.  However, even if you do not score above a “2” on the AP Test, all universities look favorably on students who challenge themselves during high school.  

This years AP World History Test will be Thursday, May 12, 2010.  The structure of the exam is listed below.  During the year our class will follow this type of structure when taking a unit test. 

Part 1 = 70 Multiple Choice Questions - 55 minutes
